Dear Mr. Stone,

We recognize that Save The Bay has been a vocal opponent of our proposed LNG project
in Fall River, well before you took over as Executive Director. Save The Bay has
expressed concerns regarding the potential impact the project could have on the
environment, and I wish to assure you that we are working diligently to avoid, minimize
and where we cannot do so, offset those impacts. Hess Corporation takes its corporate
responsibility very seriously and by any measure is among the most highly rated
companies in the area of social responsibility. We have no intention of compromising our
record in southeastern New England and Narragansett Bay.

[ am aware that the proposed LNG project has generated a great deal of controversy,
sadly often based on perceptions rather than realities, let alone facts. That controversy has
encompassed not only the areas of safety and security which stir most of the public
emotions, but also the environmental impacts. We have been trying hard to address these
issues in a proactive manner, but the efforts rarely see the light of day given the more
sensational media coverage which the project has engendered. Your own recent message
to your members regarding the Coast Guard’s Letter of Recommendation reinforces these
misconceptions and we believe it mischaracterizes potential impacts on the Bay.
Unfortunately, when you sent out your e-mail you attached a copy of the Coast Guard’s
summary of the LOR, not the LOR itself. Had you actually read and sent the LOR, you
would have seen that the proposed offshore berth does not “render much of the Bay off-
limits to the public”. A reading of the LOR would show that the security zone around the
berth when it is unoccupied “may” only extend for 50 yards, and when there is a tanker in
the berth (which will mostly occur during the winter time or during summer weekdays
when the Bay has little or no recreational marine activity), the zone “may” extend to
1,000 yards.

You characterize the project as “destructive and ill-conceived”. We would beg to differ
and [ would welcome the opportunity to discuss it with you and your colleagues. You
may be aware that for the past several months, Weaver’s Cove has been hosting
interagency meetings designed to identify and attempt to find mitigation for the
